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League Fees

Registration. The league fees are on a per-team basis. For the Spring 2014 season, the registration fee per team
cost is $2225. In order for the league to secure fields for the upcoming season, the league requires a initial
non-refundable deposit of $325 by May 1, $950 on May 7 and $950 on May 21. Registrations costs are non-
refundable.

What’'s included in the fee?

Registration fee includes the costs of fields, referees, liability insurance for the league/refs and our online
presence. The season will include regular season matches and at least one playoff game.

Uniforms, balls, goalie equipment, etc... are NOT included.

League Schedule

The league finalized league schedule will be posted on the league website. There will be 6 regular season
matches and at least one playoff match. The playoff schedule will be determined based on the regular season
standings.

How to register a team for next season

Returning teams need to e-mail the league at president@bostonsoccer.org at least 6 weeks prior to the start
of the next season. New teams should contact the league to indicate their desire to join the league as soon as
possible. The president will discuss the league with the team manager to make sure the league will be a good
fit. If an opening is available for the team, the president will help register the team on the league website and
get you a login.

Setting your team’s fee

While the cost of registering your team is determined by the league, there are other costs that need to be
considered prior to setting the fee you need charge to your players. Things to think about are the costs of your
team'’s uniform and whether your team will want to budget extra for practice fields, balls, equipment for
keepers, team websites, etc... Once you have determined what your costs will be, you need to decide how
many players you want to have on your roster and split your fee accordingly.

Recruiting Players for Your Team

There are many options for recruiting players for your team. Some of the best teams in our league have come
simply from putting together a group of players from the Free Agent list. Existing teams have had success
recruiting from the free agent list, referrals from their own players, advertising on Craigslist, setting up their
own websites and having tryouts. The exact combination of recruiting will depend on the number of players
you need and the level of player you are looking to recruit.
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To recruit a player off the free agent list, we recommend that you contact them via the e-mail listed on the
website. You can hold a tryout or simply ask their level of skill. If you want to offer them a spot on your team,
you should tell them your team'’s costs and offer them the spot. If they accept the spot, you need to draft the
player off the free agent list. To do this, you need to login to the league website with your teams
login/password. Once there, go to the free agent list, check the box next to the player’s name and click on
draft. The player will then be transferred off the free agent list and onto your team’s roster. Both the team
captain and the player will receive an e-mail indicating the player has been drafted.

Adding a player to your team’s roster that is not on the Free Agent list is covered below.

A Note about Female Players

Based on the overwhelmingly positive responses of participants, we will continue the Casa Tradition of having
a "gender neutral" approach to our league. This means there is no minimum number of female players
required. We encourage all players who are ready to play at a competitive level to join up and have a good
time!

Setting Your Teams Roster

To set your teams roster, you need to logon to the league website using the username and password provided
by the league by clicking on Manage Team. Once you are logged on, you will be brought to your active roster
page. (If you navigate off this page, you can return to it by clicking on Team Home.) Click Add Player to add a
player to your roster. To update a player’s information, click Edit and once the change is made, click Update.
To retire a player, click Edit and then “Retire this player.” To restore a retired or inactive player, click Edit and
then “Restore this player.” To delete a player altogether, click Delete. On the next screen, enter a reason for
deleting the player and click Delete.

It is important to note that even though the website will take more than 33 names on the Active Roster, only
33 will appear on the game reports. Therefore, no more than 33 players should be entered. Players missing
from the gamer report due to going over 33 players on your active roster will count against your guest player
quota (see guest player policy below). At minimum, it is expected that every player’s on your active roster will
have their name and Jersey number entered on the roster. Failure to consistently enter your player’'s names
on the roster may result in sanctions from the league, including loss of your right to have guest players. Post-
season rosters will be the Roster used in the last regular season game. To be eligible to play in the post-season
a player must both be on the post-season roster AND have participated in at least two regular season matches.

Guest Player Policy

A guest player is defined as any player not listed on your active roster AND not found on the printed game
report.

Regular Season

During the regular season, if you find that you are running short on regular players you may recruit players
from other leagues or teams within the league to play on your team. A maximum of three guest players are
welcome to participate in regular season play, as long as they sign a waiver and their names and numbers are
properly recorded in the printed game roster. In addition to the 3 guest player limit, a team may not use guest
players to increase their player count above 18. Like any other player they will need to sign a waiver and have
a numbered jersey whose color closely matches the teams. Guest players will need to be entered into the
roster following each match (see Post-game Procedures).

:If add a player to the active roster will it count against my guest player limit?

No, the player will not count towards your guest player limit if your active roster has less than 33 players.
Therefore, if you recruit a player to your team prior to your match AND you have room on your 33 man active
roster, you should add the player to your active roster. Like any other player they will need to sign a waiver
and have a numbered jersey whose color closely matches the teams.

Post-Season

Guest players are not permitted to play during playoff games.

Choosing Your Team Uniform

When ordering uniforms, please make sure all jerseys have a unique number. New teams or old teams looking
to change their colors should look on the Teams section of the league website to look at the uniform colors of
teams currently in the league. Once you have chosen a color scheme, e-mail the league to let them know your
choice. They will verify that no one else has chosen that color or scheme. While we strive to avoid similar color
schemes, sometime it cannot be avoided. If two teams with similar colors play, the home team will need to
choose an alternate color. In this case, the number rule will be relaxed.

Waivers

We require that all players sign a waiver to be able to play in the league matches each season. This includes
guest and active roster players. Waivers can be printed off the League’s home page or picked up on game day
from a league official present at the field or in some cases from the referees. If you or a player are asked to fill
out a waiver and one has already been filled out previously in the season, we ask your patience and that the
form be refilled out again. Captains are responsible for making sure their players have signed waivers before
playing. Captains are required to collect waivers and hand them over to a league representative. Teams found
to be allowing players to participate that have not signed a waiver will be subject to forfeiture and/or
suspension from the league.
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Pre-game Procedures

Roster Printing

On game day, captains are responsible for printing their roster from the league website and providing it to the
referee. Any hand written player will be considered a guest player (see guest player policy). Failure to provide
a printed roster will result in your team forfeiting the match.

Check-in and Waiver signing

On game day, your team should arrive at least fifteen minutes prior to the match and be prepared to check in
with the referees and (if necessary) fill out waivers. We require that all players have a photo ID to check in. In
order to speed check in during the regular season, the referees have the discretion to waive the ID
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
